SerG thanks SA1 for the LS in response to our LS on Accuracy Classes. You asked the following questions:

1. please clarify if the request for the accuracy required by the operator and the response from the location server containing accuracy delivered needs to be standardised. 

2. please clarify if the presentation of the above mentioned information to the user should be subject of standardisation. 

To question 1, our answer is yes. Specifically, we request that the format of the accuracy request and the format of the information containing the accuracy delivered should be standardised. These standardised formats may be provided to another Network Operator or 3rd party over the Lr or Le interfaces and so these interfaces will need to accommodate this.

To question 2, our answer is no. How (and whether) the information is presented to the user should be determined by the network operator and terminal vendor
