Discussion:

The above 3 contributions were handled together.  There were several questions regarding possible data conflicts, access rights etc.  The functionality proposed is quite complex but GUP must provide some added value to the network to be worthwhile.  
The need to distinguish between synchronized  & non-synchronised components was identified. 
The concept of and method for changing a copy is only possible by changing the master i.e. must be on-line to change the master, was clarified. Concern was expressed that the detail may be too great and may be dealing with issues beyond a stage1 specification and therefore the content of these contributions would need improvement before it would be possible to include text within the GUP stage 1. 
It was stated that there are currently no requirements for data consistency and synchronization in TS 22.140 and there needs to be some text upon which to base future work on this subject. 

Conclusion:
There was a basic understanding of the reasoning behind the proposals.  However, the principles need to be discussed over e-mail.

Discussion:

Even though the user may initiate synchronisation, i.e. via a mouse click, she may not necessarily be aware of this.  In general, synchronisation is transparent to the user.  It is the application not the user that decides whether synchronization is needed.  However, synchronisation may be a user option. 
The need to consider synchronization solutions that are currently commercially available was expressed.

Due to the need to include some text regarding synchronisation (see discussion above of S1-021552, S1-021553 S1-021554), it was agreed to include most of the proposed text as a basis for future work on synchronisation.  However, as the requirements with regard to a user’s control of synchronization were unclear the 3rd bullet point was not included.

Conclusion:
Include some of the proposed text in Chapter 6.5 of TS 22.240 v0.11.0 (S1-021809) as a basis for subsequent work on synchronization. Noted.
