Discussion

On S1-021669 was a proposal to modify the text to more clearly define scenarios 4 and 5.  Concern was raised over the proposed term “IP session continuity”.  It was agreed that a different term should be used.  Nortel disagreed with changing the use of service continuity in scenario 4.  The document prompted a discussion around the use cases for scenario 3 and scenario 4.  The meeting agreed that that in scenario 3 there is no support for maintaining the session when you move between the 3GPP system and the WLAN.  For both scenario 4 and 5, the IP address would not change, i.e. there is support for maintaining the service connection as you move between the systems.  After much discussion the meeting agreed that a new name for scenario 4 would be ideal, but at this point no suggestion was agreed.  The interim solution agreed was to add a note that the definition of service continuity used in scenario 4 was different to the definition used in TS 22.129.  The alignment of the terms could be handled during the specification work.

There was a discussion around the proposed creation of a note in section 5.1 for the text on service continuity between WLAN and WLAN.  Nortel did not agree that the reuse of the solution for WLAN to WLAN changes was outside the scope of the specifications.  It was agreed that the text talked about solutions and so it was agreed to remove the text.

Conclusions

It was agreed to move the first paragraph of section 6.5 to section 5.1 instead of simply deleting it.

It was agreed to stick with the term “service continuity” until a better name for scenario 4 can be found.  A note was added to section 5.1 and section 6.5 to clarify that the definition differs from that used in TS 22.129.

Other editorial items were picked up during the on line drafting and the output is in S1-01740.
