1392. The LS was noted and is superseded by events as other LSs have been written since 1392 which was sent in May.

1568. This CR was discussed in SA1 plenary but referred back to SWG LCS. It was asked if a regional requirement in TS 22.071 makes any difference given that there is the FCC mandate. The reason given for the CR was for alignment of 3GPP specs with the FCC mandate and so stage 2 and 3 specs are developed to enable systems to meet regulatory requirements. 

TruePosition revised the CR in 1792, the underlying cause being to make the FCC mandate for emergency services a US regional requirement in 22.071. Three US carriers supported the principle (T-Mobil (US), Cingular Wireless, AWS) but one company asked to be able to consider it more between now and the closing SA1 plenary. It was proposed that, as there will in due course be other emergency service regulatory mandates in other regions, to write something more general in clause 4.3. It was noted that there is already something related at the end of clause 4.3 but it was nevertheless decided to add a new sentence so that regulatory requirements cannot be ignored in LCS stages 2 and 3.  The resulting CR is in 1799, which was agreed.

1683. There was a long discussion about the request from GSMA “that the format of the accuracy request and the format of the information containing the accuracy delivered should be standardised”.
A CR was drafted in 1796 to include the requirement for the LCS server to indicate the confidence level in a standardised format. A LS was drafted to GSMA Serg and SA2 asking about the implications of such new requirements (in 1797). However it was felt that more consideration is required so the issue is left open and neither 1796 nor 1797 were sent.
