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1. Overall Description:

The attached document illustrates a perceived problem with the location of MMS parameter storage.

Initially for GSM, MMS parameters are only stored on the UE, and not in the SIM.  However, for UTRAN, it was agreed that the MMS parameters are additionally stored on the USIM (for Release 4 and later).

SA1's understanding is that it has always been possible to store MMS parameters on any technology UE, and specifically, this is required when SIM cards are used for UTRAN access, as no storage is provided for MMS parameters on the SIM.  It may be that this was not specified strongly enough, and some confusion might have emerged as a result.

SA1's revised requirements from TS 22.140 are coped below for information.

Storage of configuration information

It shall be possible for the user to store  a number of sets of MMS configuration information to allow access to MMS services. It shall be possible to store these data sets on both the ME and preferentially the USIM. 

Issuer of the USIM may store a set of configuration information in the USIM which cannot be altered by the user. 

In order to use MMS at least one configuration set must exist. 

  If more than one set of configuration information is present, it shall be possible for the user to select which set is used.  If the user has not selected any of the configuration information sets, then the USIM issuer defined set is used. 


If no configuration information is present on the USIM, or no USIM is present, the configuration information set on the ME may be used to access MMS services.
