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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA1 would like to thank TSG RAN2 for the LS on the clarification of the MBMS availability.

The LS was discussed during the SA1 MBMS SWG meeting that took place in Rome (10th July 2002).

With regards to the RAN2 questions on:

"Also, what would be the reason to mandate support for PMM Idle, e.g. as opposed to PMM-connected – RRC URA_PCH or RRC CELL_PCH? Was the intention to speak of mobiles with no PtP activity, or explicitly of PMM-Idle i.e. exclude architectures only based on PMM-connected state? In the latter case, clarification would be welcome on what aspects of PMM-Idle are foreseen as necessary."
TSG SA1 would like to provide RAN2 with the following clarifications

· The basic requirement remains that: in general, MBMS (i.e. data reception, notifications etc) shall be available to all users that are registered/attached in a PLMN, i.e. having their phone switched on and having performed a successful attach to the network. 
· There are no explicit requirements about UE states (e.g. RRC states) intended by the stage 1 description. If the UE is in such a state that it cannot receive the MBMS information immediately it is sufficient to allow the UE to be paged and a suitable connection to be established if so needed before the MBMS data can be received.
Based on the above, SA1 has decided to rephrase the requirement under discussion and the new text can be found in S1-021483.
