Charging

IMS Messaging shall be able to support various charging models, including:

-
Sender pays;

-
both Sender and Recipient pay their respective charges for message delivery;

-
Recipient pays for receipt of messages from a VASP when there is a commercial agreement between the Recipient and the VASP;

-
Sender pays for reply message on a per message basis.

IMS Messaging shall be able to support various charging mechanisms. The following charging characteristics may be considered:

-
message types, length, storage time in the network, etc,

-
delivering time, upload / download method,

-
message-sender / -recipient,

-
number of messages sent,

-
number of messages received,

-
roaming conditions,

-
location conditions,

-
Indication of charging,

IMS Messaging indicates to the recipient prior to the recipient downloading a multi media message whether the sender has paid or the recipient is expected to pay for the message.

-
Prepaid subscriptions.
