This documents proposes text for a new Section 6.3.8, User Plane Routing. 

2 Scenario 2 – User Plane Routing Service Requirement  

6.3.8 User Plane Routing

The default service requirement on user plane routing is to offer IP connectivity to the user.  

This objective can be achieved by directly routing user packets to a local gateway or tunnelling user packets to the home operator network.  The motivation for the latter approach may be an operator-offered VPN feature, access to corporate intranets, access to home-operator services, usage of inter-operator IP backbone for roaming traffic transport, etc.

WLAN interworking should facilitate these two possibilities for user plane routing.
