Executive Summary:

1.1 General

The SA1 LS to SA on Push stage 1and the Push WID were accepted at SA-#16. This action moved the Push stage 1 TS 22.174 to v1.0.0.

The Push Broker concept introduced at the last meeting was reviewed, and prompted discussion on several areas. As a result, in the figure in the overview in the Push stage 1, the ‘network cloud’ name will be changed from ‘Originating Network’ to ‘PLMN’. Also, the name of the entity receiving push data from the Push Initiator will be changed from ‘Push Service’ to ‘Push Server’.

The LS from SA3 (which they just approved by e-mail) was brought in as a contribution by Vodafone to discuss their proposals for Push security requirements.  This LS has been discussed in the Security clause. Based on the discussion, changes were made to Security and adjustments to other sections of the Push stage 1.

The Push stage 1 was advanced to v1.1.0, and a copy with changes accepted is v1.1.1, for use as input to the next Push SWG.

Assignments for action items were agreed. There will be email circulation of use cases and requirements for security, to better prepare for discussion at the next meeting. There will also be LSs prepared to SA2 and SA3 about the potential impact of the Push Broker concept.

No documents were deferred.

Eric Van Nijhuis, Vodafone, chaired the Push SWG meeting. George Bumiller, RIM, is secretary of Push SWG and rapporteur of Push stage 1, TS 22.174. A permanent chair for the meeting is still desired.

Detailed Report

Discussion on Push Broker concept S1-021150.  There was agreement that the Push stage 1 should not account for a Push Broker [which would aggregate multiple Push Initiators]; this function could be accomplished without change in the stage 1. The review of the Broker concept prompted discussion on the names of the entities involved in the Push service. The figure on push service (in clause 4 of the stage 1) was used during the broker discussion. The issue of the name of the ‘network cloud’ as “Originating Network” had been raised at the previous meeting by Vodafone. Two conclusions were reached regarding naming of the entities (in the figure, and elsewhere in the stage 1):

- the name used for the ‘network cloud ‘ should be “PLMN” rather than “Originating Network”

- the  name used for the operator-controlled entity that the Push Initiator sends the push data to should be “Push Server” rather than “Push Service”.

The desire was to make the stage 1 easy to understand to internet developers, therefore the term ‘Push Server’ was chosen. The Push Service relates to the entire service or capability, rather than just the one element in the diagram. Changes in the stage 1 to reflect these entity names are to be made by the rapporteur on an editorial basis.

Discussion on draft comments of SA3 on Push security  S1-021448  Vodafone had noted that SA3 had a draft LS on Push, which was approved this week. Vodafone brought this contribution to Push; it had a number of proposed changes being suggested by SA3, with reasons for their comments. These were reviewed, and selected ones used as the basis for updates to the stage 1.

There was discussion on the SA3 comments on use of white list and black list approaches. There was agreement to add the requirement of ‘a mechanism for screening push intiators’. The current wording which in effect requires both a white list and a black list was removed. 

The issue of whether Push is a service in the view of the user came up. Vodafone view was that it is not a service in the view of the user. Orange believes it is; that it is a subscription of the user.
