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1. Overall Description:

SA1 SWG LCS has considered the contribution from Huawei Technology and CMCC in document S1-021877 entitled “WLAN: LCS interworking Requirement”. SA1 SWG LCS has some interest in this topic and would like to be kept in the loop.

SA1 SWG LCS agrees in principle with the contribution that:

1. It should be possible to determine the position of the user in a W-LAN access network.

2. W-LAN users should be able to use the 3GPP location services. 

SA1 LCS makes the following points for consideration:

· Consideration of security and privacy

· Interworking /roaming requires co-operation from both parties

· United States FCC currently has no LCS requirements for W-LAN

· Methods to determine the location of a single mode W-LAN terminal would need to be developed, e.g. A-GPS data transfer, W-LAN cell-id.
