“S1-021683. There was a long discussion about the request from GSMA “that the format of the accuracy request and the format of the information containing the accuracy delivered should be standardised”.
A CR was drafted in 1796 to include the requirement for the LCS server to indicate the confidence level in a standardised format. A LS was drafted to GSMA Serg and SA2 asking about the implications of such new requirements (in 1797). However it was felt that more consideration is required so the issue is left open and neither 1796 nor 1797 were sent.”

Decision

It was noted that level of accuracy and format of confidence level are defined already in LIF TS 1.01 version 3.0.0 clause 5.2.7. Therefore no action towards SA2 was required. It was thought that the LCS stage 1 is adequate so no CR was required. Mutual delegates were asked to communicate the message to GSMA SerG LBS and an LS was not sent.
