2.6 Document Disposition
Discussion: S1-022048 contained a proposed CR to TR 22.950 to accommodate changes suggested in Liaison Statements previously received from RAN and T. The meeting supported the intent of the CR. However, there was some concern on the wording and positioning of the proposed text on UTRAN Access Service Classes (ASC). The meeting agreed that the CR should be revised without the text on ASC. Delegates were requested to review the UTRAN ASC capability and to propose text that could be considered.
Conclusion: S1-022048 was noted. The chairman agreed to revise and resubmit the CR, based on comments provided.
Discussion: S1-022049 contained a proposed CR to TR 22.950 to accommodate a Priority Trunk Queuing High Level Requirement. The meeting supported the intent of the CR. The meeting clarified that the Priority Trunk Queuing High Level Requirement is intended to pertain to ISUP and MF trunks and has not been considered for BICC. In addition, the meeting agreed that Priority Trunk Queuing should be labeled as “Not Supported” in the eMLPP gap analysis, which should be liaised to CN4 for confirmation.
Conclusion: S1-022049 was noted. The chairman agreed to revise and resubmit the CR, based on comments provided.
Discussion: S1-022050 contained a proposed CR to TS 22.067 (eMLPP Stage 1) to accommodate Priority Service. The meeting supported the intent of the CR. However, there was some concern on the existing wording of priority levels. The meeting agreed that the CR should be revised to address the additional changes needed to describe the network internal and subscription use of priority level “B”. In addition, the meeting noted that a similar CR would be needed to TS 23.067 (eMLPP Stage 2), which should be liaised to CN4.
Conclusion: S1-022050 was noted. The chairman agreed to revise and resubmit the CR, based on comments provided.
2.7 Any Other Business

The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work and agreed to meeting during SA1#18 (requesting a half-day session on Tuesday morning, 12-November-2002, to be confirmed). Next step items include:
· Examine mapping of Priority Levels (eMLPP priority levels to MLPP priority levels, and to TS 08.08 priority levels).
· Consider developing “implementation guidelines” or a “framework document” to describe operational aspects of Priority Service.
· Examine the UTRAN ASC capability for Priority Service.
· Develop Liaison Statements to CN4 (and other groups as needed) on CRs to existing specifications for Priority Service.
2.8 Closing of the Meeting

The chairman thanked the meeting participants for their contribution and their diligent efforts.
