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Introduction

During the October Priority Service conference call there was some discussion that since changes related to Priority Service are being captured generically in the existing 3GPP specifications some sort of “framework or implementation document” should be developed that describes how 3GPP Priority Service will be offered based on eMLPP, Acess Control, etc. 

Proposal

This contribution proposes some of the candidates that should be addressed in such a document.  

· Priority Service invocation (i.e., *272 + DN)

· Priorities Mapping (i.e., mapping of Priority Service, eMLPP, and 08.08 priorities)

· Subscriber selected precedence level (i.e., these are ignored and service user is able to invoke only their assigned priority level).

· Coexistence (i.e., coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP)

· Feature Interactions (i.e., Priority Service interactions with other services)

· Trunk Queuing

· Priority Service priority level calls use the subscriber’s maximum priority level (i.e., Priority Service calls would use the subscriber’s maximum priority level and ignore the subscriber’s default eMLPP priority level.)

· Pre-emption (i.e., in some region pre-emption may not be allowed) 

Also, the issue of whether such document should be informative or normative needs to be discussed.

Recommendation

Discuss and agree the above points.
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
