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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank GSMA SCAG and TWG for this contribution.

SA1 has considered the request from GSMA SCAG/TWG for additional requirements to have a SIM/USIM stack dedicated to MMS. 

It is our understanding that supporting the described features might require some modifications to USAT stage 1 specification, as well as MMS stage 1 specification. However, it is not clear whether these new requirements would concern both SIM and USIM or only USIM. Please note that any new functionality would be implemented in Release 6, and further that the SIM specification is frozen at Release 4.

SA1 would like to investigate more about these new potential capabilities. SA1 still need some clarifications from SCAG and TWG on these new MMS features.

SA1 therefore requests that GSMA SCAG/TWG provide additional information through explicit scenarios and use cases for supporting these new (U)SIM toolkit commands for MMS application. In addition to that, SA1 requests GSMA SCAG/TWG to specify if these features should be implemented for both USIM and SIM.
