Executive Summary:

1.1 General

· Four Liaison Statements were agreed in order to provide clarifications to CN5 on R6 OSA features (Enhanced User  Notification S1-022069, Information Services S1-022070, User Data Management S1-022071, and IP Session Function S1-022073). These LS are sent for a one week SA1 e-mail approval.
· One Liaison Statement (S1-022072) was agreed on the support of the MM7 interface in OSA, which is identified as a feature of the OSA R6 WID. This LS is sent for a two weeks SA1 e-mail approval.
· Requirements for IP Session Control function and Event notification were discussed and the proposed Change Requests will need to be updated for the next meeting.
· An input document proposed to liaise with OMA Mobile Web Services and to introduce no requirement on Web Services in OSA. A detailed discussion and a decision on this issue should take place in Korea.
