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Introduction

TIM contribution S1-021586, proposes to allow new web services interfaces to extend the 3GPP OSA feature. Nokia agrees with importance of web services paradigm and fully supports activities in that area. However, we would like to raise the discussion about overall co-ordination on this issue. 

OMA has established Wireless Web Services standardization activity to create web services interface standards to enable access to key mobile services enablers, e.g. Location and Presence.  Also Parlay has established Parlay X activity to satisfy the same need. MMS MM7 is the only 3GPP specified interface according to web services principles.

Discussion

OMA has been established to define application level specifications and to ensure end-to-end interoperability for mobile services.  There is a fairly large concensus among industry, that OMA and 3GPP need to coordinate their activities based on the model, that OMA would take responsibility on application level standards, while 3GPP would focus on network level standards. Proper cooperation between OMA and 3GPP is seen vital to help the industry out of current slump. 

Mobile WSI specifications are application level specifications, and are in declared OMA scope. OMA will also define the basic web services framework either by itself or referring to other specifications. Thus it is proposed, that 3GPP would agree with OMA on creation of needed mobile WS standards, and would take emerging OMA specifications as the baseline for OSA related WS work. However, since there is some overlap with projected OMA WS work and Parlay WS and X work, it should be ensured, that OMA and Parlay work is properly coordinated in WS area and that there will be only one converged set of mobile WS specifications to be used for each purpose. Call control is an example of an area where OMA has not been active and location services an example area where OMA is having activities.

Proposal

It is proposed that SA1 (and CN5) would establish proper liaison with OMA WWS group to avoid overlapping work being done in these groups in the area of web services and to collaborate to provide specifications that satisfy the needs of the both parties. Furthermore it is suggested that no detailed web services requirements are set for OSA before the OMA relationship is clarified.
