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Introduction

Definitions, symbols and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply.


Access independence: the ability for the subscriber to access their IP Multimedia services via 3GPP (UTRAN, GERAN) as well as non 3GPP access technologies (e.g. xDSL, PSTN, WLAN).
Business Agreement: a relation between two or more parties, it may include one or more of the following elements: roaming agreement, charging agreement, authentication agreement.
IMS Roaming: IMS roaming refers to the possibility for subscribers of one PLMN to obtain IMS services (or a subset of the IMS services) from the IMS of the VPLMN or more in general from the IMS which is not the one the user is subscribed to [3].
Further definitions are given in 3G TR 21.905 [1].
