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The following is proposed as an "implementation guide" to advise ME manufacturers of the suggested behaviour of a mobile attempting to send SMS over GPRS.

If the UE preferred method, at power up, is sending SMS over GPRS, and this fails, either due to a direct failure indication or rejection, or due to the complete lack of a response, then the UE switches to sending subsequent SMS's by CS, but should revert to trying to send SMS's over GPRS when the UE detects that it is connected to different network equipment and therefore there is a chance that GPRS might now work.

If the SMS attempt fails on both GPRS and CS, then the user/toolkit is informed.

The above mechanism applies to class A and B GPRS mobiles.
