Document S1-022003 XE "S1-022003"  contained a liaison statement from SCP on Third Form Factor and UICCng Work Items. It contained some presentation material on third form factor for UICC and was the result of a brainstorming that took place. Another paper was provided in document S1-022191 XE "S1-022191" .

Document S1-022191 XE "S1-022191"  indicates that a new form is required. The main concern is the availability timeframe. The availability of a 3rd UICC size solution is required by the end of 2003.  This is inline with the ETSI SCP schedule (Target date for approval of deliverable at SCP#14 in June 2003). Therefore, reduction of the physical size of the existing Plug-in UICC is considered as an appropriate way forward.

Consideration of the timeframe suggests that the specification work for a new UICC size needs to be started urgently.

The following actions are proposed:

3GPP

SA1 to give guidance to T3 and SCP regarding the requirements and timeframe.

T3 to update the requirement specification (TS 21.111) to allow for a new format

ETSI

ETSI SCP to receive 3GPP requirements and urgently define a UICC form factor within the specified timeframe.

This is not really an SA1 issue, but an LS to notify the SCP that this seems desirable to SA1. The liaison statement in reply was provided in document indicating that support is desirable, but there is some concern over the timeframe. The document was provided in S1-022220 XE "S1-022220" , it was revised on line to document S1-022248 XE "S1-022248"  and it was approved to be sent.

Document S1-022204 XE "S1-022204"  contained a liaison statement about details of media codecs.  This is really more appropriate to SA4 XE "SA4" .  It has been forwarded to SA4 or noted if already taken in SA4. It was noted.

Document S1-022205 XE "S1-022205"  contained a liaison statement advising about new work on Video Coding in ITU.  It was noted.

Document S1-022123 XE "S1-022123"  contained a Draft LS to OMA IMPS on Presence, IMS messaging and IMS group management. The LS is generally is asking to start the discussion about the common work areas between 3GPP TSG SA XE "SA"  WG1 and OMA IMPS. It was questioned what the structure of OMA was and if it had been explained prior to this LS. The answer was that no such explanation has been provided, but it would be really useful to know. In the meantime, document S1-022123 was approved to be sent.

Document S1-022012 XE "S1-022012"  contained LS from TV-Anytime Forum on Clarification of Liaison Activities. A liaison statement appeared in SA XE "SA"  and there was a response from SA asking for more information. This appears to be that information. The liaison statement was noted in SA1, but it may well be dealt with in SA.

Document S1-022224 XE "S1-022224"  contained LS on Multimodal and Multi-device Services. This is a response from OMA to an LS sent from the SA1 Durango meeting. The OMA Wireless Application Environment (WAE) group has been asked by the OMA Technical Plenary to respond to the above referenced liaison from 3GPP TSG-SA XE "SA"  WG1 regarding Speech Enabled Services (SES). WAE has been considering Multi-Modal technology for some time but pressing priorities that are now easing has prevented as much progress over the last few months being made as would be liked. A draft is in progress.

The liaison statement from SA1 stated SES is desired for Release 6 which is believed to be June 2003. This being the case and because there are a number of areas where WAE needs to explore the requirements further, WAE is desirous of an early engagement with 3GPP TSG-SA XE "SA"  WG1 in conjunction with the OMA Requirements group to see how best to achieve this.

It was commented that the work in SA1 is coming to a close, and really OMA should read it and comment back. In the meantime, the liaison statement was noted.

SMS over GPRS

Document S1-022166 XE "S1-022166"  contained a discussion document on whether support of SMS over GPRS is, or is not, mandatory. There has been a great deal of discussion regarding this on the CN1 XE "CN1"  email exploder.

It was commented that support of SMS over GPRS is mandatory in SA XE "SA"  and indeed it is mandatory in the standard. However, there are some commercial issues related to this from an operator perspective. Another issue is that not all infrastructure manufacturers have implemented this feature and even if they do it is up to the operator to turn it on if they wish so, to do.

CN1 XE "CN1"  is working on a fix to provide an error handling mechanism should this not be implemented. It was questioned what the difference is between a “mandatory feature with a fix if it is not implemented” and “an option”?

From SA1, it is acknowleged that the requirement to have this still stands and there is nothing more for SA1 to do. The comments made in SA1 will be communicated with the CN1 XE "CN1"  chairman.

Subsequently, document S1-022381 XE "S1-022381"  was received with a proposed way forward on the issue of SMS over GPRS. It was revised to S1-022385 XE "S1-022385" . This was agreed as a way forward. Now, it was asked what should be done with it. Delegates were asked to consider if a CR is required to implement this. In the meantime, this needs to be communicated to SA XE "SA" . It was decided that it should be turned into an liaison statement. Then it was decided that document S1-022385 should be used for this.

When presented S1-022385 XE "S1-022385"  it was revised on line and provided in document S1-022389 XE "S1-022389" . This will be presented to SA XE "SA"  as a slide.

It was reported that in CN1 XE "CN1"  one error cause value and this was cause value 69 (functionality not supported, try CS instead).

Feature Interaction

Document S1-022144 XE "S1-022144"  contained a discussion document on Feature Interaction which contains a fragment of a TR. The basic idea is a TR, which essentially consists of a matrix of 3GPP service capabilities, showing dependencies amongst them. The dependencies are explained briefly in a series of notes to the table. This is a good first effort and perhaps an email discussion should be initiated. Also, a dedicated session could be held in San Francisco. It was noted and there will be a dedicated session at the next meeting.

MBMS

Document S1-022172 XE "S1-022172"  contained a discussion document on MBMS Broadcast improvement. In the current dynamic market place network sharing is an important tool for operators to reduce investment cost. This is valid especially for sparsely populated regions where just one WCDMA carrier is enough for supporting the generated traffic. It is important that the MBMS broadcast service functions the same way, from a customer point of view, in a shared network as in a non-shared network. It was agreed that Telia should prepare a CR on this for the next meeting based on email discussion.

Corrections of Unimplementable CRs

Document S1-022201 XE "S1-022201"  contained CR to 22.135 Corrections on terminology. This CR was originally agreed by SA1 and approved by SA XE "SA"  but was not implementable. The current revision is essentially an update to the CR to correlate it with the current specification. It was agreed to send this CR to SA for approval with some minor editorials.

Storage of Tone on the USIM.

Document S1-022225 XE "S1-022225"  contained a liaison statement on Storage of Tone on the USIM. T3 has briefly discussed the technical requirements to store ring tones in the USIM and the potential benefit to the user. T3 would like to know if 3GPP SA1 find an interest in the possibility to store the ring tones in the USIM in Release 6 and allows the user to keep its ring tones settings whatever the terminal used. 

It was asked what the impact of this on storage on the SIM and on existing features. It was answered on the coding scheme. There was discussion in T3 on using coding schemes which are a little less efficient than the one used currently for ring-tones via SMS. The chairman of SA1 pointed out that there is a coding scheme defined in T2 XE "T2"  and this should be used. Nonetheless, the feature is optional and it is up to the operator to make space available on the SIM. It was asked that operators should consider this and come back to the next meeting. In the meantime, a liaison statement should be sent to T3 and T2 regarding this to see if there is any comment. The reply liaison statement was provided in document S1-022346 XE "S1-022346" . It was approved.

Presence

Document S1-022291 XE "S1-022291"  contained a liaison statement from SA3 XE "SA3"  on Presence Security Architecture. There should have been some attachements and so the document was revised to S1-022347 XE "S1-022347"  prior to being dealt with. Since SA1 is not being asked to do anything, it was noted for information.

USAT Requirements

Document S1-022321 XE "S1-022321"  contained a CR to 22.038 on USAT requirements. It would appear that some of some of the requirements from USAT stage 1 have not been implemented in stage 3 and to make the TSs consistent, this CR is being presented to R99. Mirror CRs to Rel-4 and Rel-5 were provided in documents S1-022304 XE "S1-022304"   and S1-022305 XE "S1-022305" .

It was asked why User control of the SAT/USAT execution enviroment (section 7.6) is being deleted. It was answered that this has never been implemented, but that was refuted; some of the elements of this have been implemented. Revisions of all the documents were provided in documents S1-022349 XE "S1-022349" , S1-022350 XE "S1-022350"  and S1-022351 XE "S1-022351" . They were agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. The chairman of T3 agreed to take these CRs to T3 for information.
Document S1-022322 XE "S1-022322"  contained a CR to 22.038 on USAT requirements for Rel-6. This time, the key is to put back in the requirements that were taken out for R99, Rel-4 and Rel-5. A revision, based on the discussion for S1-022321 XE "S1-022321"  was provided in document S1-022352 XE "S1-022352" . It was queried that SMS over WLAN is listed as a new requirement. It was decided to take this out for the time being and add it later should this approach be agreed. It was revised to S1-022373 XE "S1-022373"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

A liaison statement to send these to T3 asking them to look at the CRs was provided in document S1-022323 XE "S1-022323" . it was revised to S1-022371 XE "S1-022371" . It was approved to be sent.

Support of SIM and USIM

Document S1-022339 XE "S1-022339"  contained a CR to 22.101 on Support of SIM and USIM in REL-5; the fact that SIM support is optional from REL-5 on is not completely reflected in the current version of 22.101. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval together with S1-022340 XE "S1-022340"  which was the mirror CR for Rel-6.

Document S1-021879 XE "S1-021879"  contained a Proposal for roaming localisation service which was withdrawn in LCS Beijing SWG. This contribution proposes Localized Roaming Service (LRS), a supplementary service to 3GPP automatic roaming, which helps to cut down international roaming expense, improve service quality at certain scenarios and results in increased voice traffic for operators.

This contribution describes the background of the proposal, scenarios that LRS is used for subscriber’s benefit, identifies the basic service features. 

It was commented that the logistics on recycling numbers is heavy. Also, unsolicited calls to recycled numbers could also be a problem.

After some time to allow discussion outside the meeting, the subject was brought back. It was decided that this should be sent to an MRP on this subject indicating that SA1 had a brief look at the paper which presents some interesting scenarios and would seek opinions from the GSMA. The liaison statement was provided in document S1-022375 XE "S1-022375" . It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-022221 XE "S1-022221"  contained a discussion document on the reintroduction of enhanced CSE capability for dialled services (revision of S1-022198 XE "S1-022198" ). The proposal is to have a new WI (S1-022200 XE "S1-022200" ) to reintroduce Enhanced CSE capability for dialled services.

There were a number of minor comments regarding this and so the WI needs a revision. There was no problem, however, in SA1.

It was questioned if SA1 envisage any other CAMEL release 6 features; the answer was, for the time being, no. The WI was noted as it is primarily for CN4 XE "CN4" .

Document S1-022215 XE "S1-022215"  contained a CR to 22.078 to implement the changes for Enhanced CSE capability for Dialled Services. It was commented that a revision is required since it is to the wrong version of the TS. Also, it was questioned why this so urgent and could it be checked during the week and be edited if required for a decision before the close of SA1. The revision was provided in document S1-022246 XE "S1-022246" .

It was reported that the reason this feature was not implemented in CN2 XE "CN2" , was because the feature was very complex to implement particularly in conjunction with AoC. Therefore, it was questioned if this is applicable based on the request of one operator and a good reason is required to re-start the work. It was answered that the reason for the deletion of this feature was because of lack of input rather than complexity and the sources of the document were quite willing to do the work 

Subsequently, a liaison statement was received from CN4 XE "CN4"  in document S1-022367 XE "S1-022367" . CN2 XE "CN2"  discussed the issue of enhanced dialled services, which is proposed for Rel-6. CN2 noted following issues:


1.
The existing capability of CAMEL3 to give e-parameters in dialled services should be kept. I.e. CN2 XE "CN2"  proposes to cancel changes to remove sending of e-parameters for dialled services.

2.
CN2 XE "CN2"  found it useful to keep the proposed warning note about interaction of multiple CAMEL services. I.e. the operator shall ensure that multiple CAMEL triggerings will not try to instruct MSC in charging in conflicting ways.

3.
CN2 XE "CN2"  assumed that dialled services enhancements would not apply to IMS, especially because IMS uses CAMEL3 capabilities and enhanced dialled service would use CAMEL4.

There was some off-line discussion regarding this and the chairman asked if there was any result and asked if SA1 could support Dialled Service Enhancement in release 6. There was some concern from Siemens having extra functionality in Release 6, but no objection. There was an objection from Vodafone and TIM.

A way forward was to pass this issue to SA XE "SA" . There is more than one operator that may want to implement this. Based on this, it was decided to send a liaison statement to SA highlight the issue. The liaison statement was provided in document S1-022372 XE "S1-022372" . In the meantime document S1-022362 XE "S1-022362"  was withdrawn, S1-022367 XE "S1-022367"  was noted and S1-022246 XE "S1-022246"  will be discussed over email.

The liaison statement in S1-022372 XE "S1-022372"  was revised to S1-022383 XE "S1-022383"  and it was approved. A background document will be prepared by Samsung and will be presented to SA XE "SA"  for information.

Document S1-022325 XE "S1-022325"  contained a CR to 22.233 on requirements for pseudo-streaming. Pseudo-streaming should be considered as a good alternative to usual streaming in case of difficult conditions on the network.  It was asked if the term ‘pseudo-streaming’ is defined. These are requirements for streaming and the use the term ‘pseudo-streaming’ is irrelavent. It was revised to document S1-022354 XE "S1-022354" . It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval with and indication that the ME is affected.

Document S1-022326 XE "S1-022326"  contained a CR to 22.233 on addition of loss ratio data for charging. The quality of service might vary during a streaming session. Therefore it can be useful for the operator to have an accurate idea of what the QoS was during a streaming session. The lost packet ratio (or loss ratio) can inform on the quality of a streaming session. This could allow the operator to possibly charge the session depending on the quality. For instance, under a certain threshold, the session would not be billed. It was commented that the term ‘perceived quality’ is a subjective term which cannot easily quantified. It was revised to S1-022355 XE "S1-022355" . It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  for approval with an indication that if affects CN XE "CN"  even though the change affects the application layer, not specifically the core network.

The group reviewed and noted LS’s between SA2 XE "SA2"  and SA3 XE "SA3"  regarding the division of work for scenario 2 Interworking

-
The requirements for the support of LCS over Interwoking WLANs were discussed. Several input documents were reviewed and noted.  It was agreed that further work is required to identify the specific requirements. A CR to TR 22.934 was agreed to define further the requirements for LCS with WLANs

-
An input document discussing additional charging requirements for TR 22.934 was reviewed and noted.

-
A draft CR to TR 22.934 proposing Access Point Names (APNs) be supported in Interworking scenarios 3 – 5 was reviewed and agreed.

A presentation was given on a method to allow  other devices access to the USIM on a separate 3GPP UE device and a draft WID for  a feasibility study of this concept was also presented.  The group agreed that this concept was applicable to WLAN  , however, the work was considered to be more the responsibility of T3/T2 XE "T2" /SA3 XE "SA3"  and may be able to be worked under the UE/FS WID. It  was suggested  that  interested parties draft a proposed LS to T3/T2/SA3 for the plenary to consider.

Document S1-022328 XE "S1-022328"  contained a CR to 22.934 on WLAN-LCS interworking requirement. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval.

Document S1-022261 XE "S1-022261"  contained a CR to 22.934 on Clarification of support of APNs for Scenario 3, 4 and 5. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-022263 XE "S1-022263"  contained a CR to 22.101 on WLAN interworking. This is the start of the propagation of the WLAN work from the TR into the TSs. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval.

Document S1-022332 XE "S1-022332"  contained a liaison statement to SA3 XE "SA3" , T2 XE "T2" , T3 on having a single SIM to authenticate multiple devices. This was a requirement from the WLAN SWG but was not seen in the group. It was asked if the attached documents were approved in SA1. It was answered that the attached documents were noted. It was decided to remove the WID and a revision was provided in document S1-022379 XE "S1-022379" .
