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Introduction

The current version 0.1.0 of the TR includes a number of terms, such as "domain", "3GPP Access Operator", "IMS Operator", which are used in many scenarios. The proposal is to keep these in one place. The contribution should be regarded as a first attempt in clarifying the terms. Further contributions may be expected.

Proposal

Telia kindly propose to update section 3.1 in the TR 22.800 v 0.1.0 with the following text.

Proposed text

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply.
3GPP Access Operator:  an operator offering IP-connectivity with adequate QoS over a 3GPP specified access form (e.g. GERAN/UTRAN).
Access independence: the ability for the subscribers to access their IP Multimedia services over any access network capable of providing IP-connectivity, e.g via:

· 3GPP (UTRAN, GERAN)

· Non 3GPP accesses with specified interworking (e.g. W-LAN with 3GPP interworking)

· Other non 3GPP accesses (e.g. xDSL, PSTN, satellite, WLAN without 3GPP interworking)

Business Agreement: a relation between two or more parties, it may include one or more of the following elements: roaming agreement, charging agreement, authentication agreement and settlement agreement.
Domain: Unless specifically stated otherwise, the word "domain" is used to denote an administrative domain. An administrative domain is under the control of an actor (e.g. company). Some domains used in the present document may (roughly) correspond to technical domains specified by 3GPP. The technical details regarding such relationships are not covered by the document.
IMS Operator: an operator capable of offering IMS services or a subset of IMS services. In any case the IMS operator allows its users to initiate and manage multimedia sessions. Further the IMS operator provides the users of its IMS domain with identity/identities by which the users are known. (Depending on conditions set at deployment time, these identities could be derived from resources of the 3GPP Access Operator's domain but could also be sufficiently administrated by the IMS Operator itself.). 3GPP specified QoS is not applicable whenever the IMS operator's domain is accessed over non-3GPP accesses. An actor (e.g. company) can assume the role of being IMS operator. 
IMS Roaming: IMS roaming refers to the possibility for subscribers of one IMS to obtain IMS services from an IMS the users have not subscribed to, due to a business agreement between the two IMS service providers.
Non-3GPP Access Operator: an operator offering IP-connectivity over an access form not being specified by 3GPP (e.g. WLAN, xDSL). 3GPP specified QoS is not applicable.
Further definitions are given in 3G TR 21.905 [1].
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
