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1. Overall Description:

a. General Discussion

3GPP T2  SWG3 acknowledges the receipt and appreciates the effort invested by SERG in writing this LS.

3GPP T2  SWG3 has reviewed and discussed the MM7 functionality enhancements suggested by GSMA  SERG. GSMA SERG requested that 3GPP T2 SWG3 will consider these additional requirements and address them in all relevant standards and specifications. This document presents the preliminary result of these considerations and suggests how to proceed with standardization of the enhancements that T2 believe are useful.

SWG3 created  the MM7 reference point , between the MMS Relay/Server and a VASP in order to address requirement for MMS specific functionalities which were not supported by existing  protocols and API’s. Furthermore, in future releases MM7 functionalities may be mapped to OSA/PARLAY API’s or other emerging API’s such as those discussed in other Fora such as the OMA MWS (Mobile Web Services). Therefore T2 believes that the MM7 reference point should not support general functionalities that are required between a VASP and an MMS service provider. The various new enhancements to MM7 suggested by SERG were therefore categorized according to these principles.

While agreeing to the principle that sending unsolicited, obscene or offensive material over MMS is not desired, we are not sure that all such problems should be solved via MM7 standardization.

We would also like to respectfully remind GSMA SERG that the MMS specs derive from companies’ contributions, so we call upon SERG members to try and contribute CR’s reflecting their requests.

T2 regrets the fact that it has not been able to respond to GSMA SERG’s requests by October 20th as requested. This is due to the fact that no T2 meetings took place between the receipt of this LS and November 18th , 2002.
b. Detailed discussion

Network queries – T2 believes this is outside the scope of MM7 according to the principles listed above. These services should be available through other network interfaces

User location services - T2 believes this is outside the scope of MM7 according to the principles listed above. These services should be available through other network interfaces.

User Profile - T2 believes this is outside the scope of MM7 according to the principles listed above. These services should be available through other network interfaces.

Device Capability Discovery - T2 believes this is outside the scope of MM7 according to the principles listed above. These services should be available through other network interfaces.

Reply To Address – T2 sees the merit in such a request, and , provided there are contributions on this topic , may adopt this request in REL-6 of 23.140.

Non repudiation. This request can already be met by the present release of MMS MM7. A VASP may request a delivery report of a message sent to an MMS subscriber, and , contrary to the situation existing on the MM1 interface, a recipient of an MM from a VASP may not prevent the delivery report from reaching the MM sender (the VASP via MM7)

Customer care Interface - T2 believes this is outside the scope of MM7 according to the principles listed above. These services should be available through other network interfaces.

VASP ID . The structure of the VASP ID was not defined on purpose , in order to enable network operators and VASPs to decide how to use it, however, if GSMA believes this should be standardized T2 sees the merit in such a request, and , provided there are contributions on this topic , may adopt this request in REL-6 of 23.140.

End User Authentication. T2 would like to understand how this request relates to VASP/MM7. Currently end user authentication is achieved via the WAP gateway.

Security of MM7 Interface. - T2 sees the merit in such a request, and , provided there are contributions on this topic , may adopt this request in REL-6 of 23.140.

Content Filtering and SPAM prevention.  - T2 believes filtering based on content  is outside the scope  and responsibility of MM7 according to the principles listed above. However , on MM7  the MMS Relay/Server may reject incoming messages from a VASP if , for example there is no commercial relationship between the VASP and the MM recipient, if the VASP has exceeded its SLA etc.. the MM7 interface includes parameters that may enable such filtering by the MMS R/S based on network operator preferences.  T2 is currently discussing mechanisms  to filter messages coming from external email accounts.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
GSMA SERG  is kindly requested to consider T2’s replies in this LS,  and to discuss alternative methods to achieve the functionalities that T2 thinks are outside the scope of MM7. SERG and its member companies are kindly requested to consider to contribute CRs reflecting their requirements directly to 3GPP T2 and 3GPP SA1, ASAP.


3GPP SA1 is kindly requested to review SERG requests and T2’s responses and consider whether there are new requirements from the MMS that should be added to release 6 Stage 1 specifications.
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
