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1. Introduction

In TS 22.250 IMS group management stage1 4.1 Informative description of group management,  “Group as a concept means a group of persons in this context. Groups can be used by group related services such as conference calls, presence service (c.f. 3GPP TS 22.141 [2]) and messaging (c.f. 3GPP TS 22.340 [3]). This description does not cover requirements for group services themselves but only management of the groups that can be utilized by the group related services. The driver for specifying generic group management is twofold: the same group created by user (or service provider) can be used in many services and same group management functions can be utilized independently of the service being used.” 

In TS 22.340 IMS messaging stage1 7.1 Session based messaging requirements, “It shall be possible to utilize IMS Group Management 3GPP TS 22.250 [2] as appropriate.”

According to the above description, It could be concluded that utilization of IMS group management is one of the Session based messaging requirements, but not MMS requirements.

2. Discussion

MMS could economize the network resource effectively by utilizing IMS group management to create message delivery list. It’s the same situation as TS 22.250 Figure 2. When MMS sender wants to send a MMS to several receivers, to optimize the network traffic, sender will utilize messaging server to do the distribution.

Now IMS group management is considered as a feature of IMS, it will be deployed by IMS operators. MMS is a non-IMS service, and it’s very different from session based messaging. How MMS could utilize IMS group management? 
3. Proposal

In order to optimize the network traffic, Huawei would like to propose to add the MMS requirements with utilization IMS group management. The corresponding CR is in S1-030050(CR on 22.140) S1-030049(CR on 22.250). 

At the same time, in the progress of IMS group management stage 2 and stage 3, this requirement should be considered. 
The last point to mention, IMS group management should be not only utilized by IMS services, but also non-IMS services, such as MMS, Push service, Streaming, etc. It’s reasonable to change “IMS group management” to “User group management”.
