Executive Summary:

1.1
General

Two LSs were received from SA2 each with an associated input paper.  The first LS on priorities for the PS based services in scenario 3 was discussed and a list of the services, with priorities was agreed in the output LS S1-030177.  The second LS was on Network Selection priority and criteria.  After discussion of the LS and input document on this subject, the SWG agreed an answer in S1-030189.  The requirements in the LS still need to be reflected in TR 22.934 and the stage 1 specifications.

Inputs on charging aspects progressed the work on transferring the requirements from TR 22.934 to the stage 1 specifications.

A review of the Open Issues listed resulted in a CR to 22.101 to define the requirements for simultaneous connection to 3GPP systems and I-WLANs.  Other Open Issues were closed due to actions at the meeting.  The Open Issue on access without USIM/SIM was identified to be closed at the meeting if there were no contributions to define the requirement.  It was proposed that this requirement only applied to scenario 1 and so no specification work was required.  Other delegates requested time to consider this before agreeing.

Discussion:  The document proposed that real time decisions on network selection that would be used to support interworking scenario 4 and scenario 5 would be low priority for Release 6.  The meeting had already prioritized the PS based services for scenario 3 as S2 had indicated that they did not believe that they could complete scenario 3 within Release 6.     

The meeting agreed that for release 6, the discussions should be limited to scenario 2 and 3.  The discussion identified that there is a need to support automatic:

- Selection between the available 3GPP systems and the WLANs.

- Selection of the 3GPP system that is interworked to the WLAN when the WLAN interworks to multiple 3GPP systems.   I.e. allow the operator ensure that the user connects to their preferred 3GPP roaming partner.

- Selection based on a combination of the above two e.g. select the 3GPP system, when there are no preferred 3GPP systems interworked to the WLAN.

The meeting agreed that the above use cases are required for scenario 2 and hence that network selection for these use cases is a high priority for Release 6.

Conclusion: Network selection for particular use cases is a priority for Release 6 as it is required for scenario 2.  The results are reflected in the outgoing LS S1-030189
