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1. Overall Description:

GSMA SCaG was kindly informed by 3GPP T3 on their activity regarding the SAT/USAT requirement clean up activity.

After a short discussion it was very clear that GSMA SCaG had very strong opposition to what was proposed in the LS regarding the user control of the SAT/USAT execution environment.

If the user is able to activate or deactivate the execution environment it will have serious service affecting consequences. The execution environment is started at power on of a SIM card and has interaction with the SIM and USIM applications. This implies the following:

· If the user chooses to disable the SIM toolkit they shall be warned that their service may be suspended.

· If the user chooses to disable SIM Toolkit the GSM SIM or USIM session shall be terminated as well.

· Any disabling of functionality shall be reflected in the terminal profile, however the legacy applications do not tend to check this

This implies that if the user is able to get this functionality, the user may be disabling other services that they do not intend to terminate. If the user really want to have this choice, it would be a commercial offer between the operator and the user, which SCaG believes is out of scope of the standardisation organisation. 

SCaG appreciates being included in this discussion and welcomes further correspondence.
