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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks T3 for their LS requesting guidance on the need for a work item and on its content to support WLAN interworking.

There are requests from operators for a secured SIM based WLAN authentication solution, but SA1 thinks that it could be difficult to achieve, considering the short time-frame and a possible impact to frozen releases (Rel-4 and Rel-5).

The question is, should there be a standardized secured solution for a legacy SIM based WLAN authentication as a short-term solution before a Rel-6 based authentication method has been deployed. At the moment WLAN authentication based on legacy SIMs can be done via proprietary methods or EAP SIM, but with security issues raised by SA3. If USIM is utilized for WLAN authentication EAP AKA is used. 

SA1 thinks a possible solution for the security threats recognized by SA3 (S1-030329 / S3-030161) could be provided by the IETF proposal “EAP-Support in smartcard” attached within the present Liaison.
SA1 would like to note that these enhancements shall be considered as optional and should not produce impacts in the authentication mechanisms already proposed for WLAN inter-working.
