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Background
Since the PRD34 on Video Telephony has been approved by GSMA, SerG would like to highlights some features that seem to be not covered by 3GPP.

Call Hold

Currently some supplementary services for data calls apply because Video Telephony calls are handled as such. However, “Call hold” is not standardised for Videotelephony services and it would be a desirable supplementary service to toggle between two video calls.
Handover between UMTS and GSM
Inter-system handover between UMTS and GSM is not supported for 64 kbps UDI calls. In the case of a user moving out of 3G coverage, the video call will be released. The user has to establish a voice call either manually or the handset provides a voice call set up automatically. In the early days of UMTS this is an especially likely scenario. Therefore, the handover from 3G to 2G linked with a downgrade from video to voice is a desirable functionality.

The investigation of suitable technical realisations is necessary and is therefore recommended. It is further recommended for discussion in future 3GPP specification work.
Action

SERG would be grateful to 3GPP SA1 for agreeing with these valuable requirements. Some companies involved in SERG discussions will be submitting to 3GPP SA1 the appropriate CRs to Stage 1 specifications for approval.
