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Introduction

The section in TR22.800 on scope does not clearly reflect the working definition of Access Independence that has been made in the TR, or the current requirement on "Access Independence" in TS 22.228 section 5. The present contribution therefore proposes an update to the criteria for requirements to be included in section 1 of the TR 22.800. It also adds to the note that 3GPP should not put requirements related to IMS that has an impact on access systems specified/standardised outside 3GPP.    

Proposal
It is proposed to update the TR 22.800 v1.0.0 according to the following text.

Proposed text
*** First modification ***
Further TR needs to translate the scenarios, which fit in the scope of the 3GPP system to 3GPP service requirements. 

Criteria for requirements to be included:

1. In scope with 3GPP access (UTRAN, GERAN), or access that 3GPP has specified interworking with (WLAN), or other type of access capable of providing IP-connectivity (e.g. LAN, xDSL).

2. In scope with 3GPP core network(s).

3. In scope with 3GPP enabling technologies.

4. Scope of this work is limited to identify service requirements derived from scenarios capturing various business requirements. No architectural solutions will be considered in this TR. 

Note:
3GPP should not place requirements, which would explicitly prohibit the possibility to use non-3GPP defined access for IMS and no IMS related requirements should be created that impact systems or parts of a system not standardised/specified by 3GPP.
