S1-030336    LS from SA2 seeking clarification of the need or otherwise to develop further stage 2 procedures to satisfy the stage 1 requirement for user LR query and cancellation. This was considered in conjunction with a proposed response submitted by Huawei in document S1-030390. 

S1-030390    When discussing this document it was generally agreed that existing user privacy settings and the user’s ability to reject LRs meet the cancellation part of the stage 1 requirement, for user LR query and cancellation, notified to the handset. An initial reply LS (S1-030525) was drafted but as this could not be agreed.  The chairman drafted a guidance document overnight and this was presented at a short ad-hoc SWG LCS meeting on the 10th April. This document formed the basis for a new reply LS (S1-030527) that was agreed by all. The basis of the agreement was that the stage 1 requirement for this feature would be made optional rather than mandatory.  The related CR to TS22.071 is S1-030nnn and the reply LS to SA2 is in S1-030527.  

S1-030392  LCS in IMS, CR to TS22.071 from Nokia to add  SIP URL to the list of supported identification methods for a target UE.  The CR was Agreed.
S1-030387  CR to TS22.071. The purpose of this CR is to introduce an ‘access word’ for authenticate the user when the user wishes to modify their privacy settings in the network.  It was agreed that this CR should be reworded and circulated for email discussion / agreement.  Revised CR will be circulated for email discussion / agreement and re-submission to SA1#21.

S1-030388  CR to TS22.071. Introduction of codeword generation by network or UE.  Whilst discussing this document it was recognised that the distribution and checking of code words and enhanced code words, on behalf of the user by the network, might be achieved in the same way as the handling of pseudonyms.  It was agreed that this a very useful contribution and that the CR should be revised in order to add this new feature requirement to the stage 1 specification.

The revised CR (S1-030526) was agreed in principal and will be presented to SA1 plenary for approval.

S1-030389 CR to TS22.071. Introduction of the area limitation of the Target UE subscription.  It was concluded that this requirement is already covered in the stage 1 specification. This CR was not agreed.

S1-030411 Changes to LCS Area Event requirements for UE based methods.  Withdrawn, will be presented at SA1#21.
