1.1
General

The Priority Service SWG met on 9 April 2003 to progress work on Priority Service.  The meeting highlights included:

· 7 participants from 7 companies.

· 9 input documents.

· 1 output document.

· The meeting noted S1-030316 that contains the meeting of the 6 March 2003 Priority Services SWG Conference Call.  

· The meeting agreed to S1-030364 that contains Priority Service/eMLPP co-existence Use Cases as an annex to the Priority Service Guide.  The editor was also charged with making a global change to replace the term “PS” to “Priority Service”.

· The meeting noted S1-030366 that contains a discussion on the distinguishing Priority Service users from eMLPP users.

2.6 Document Disposition

2.6.1 Review of 6-March-2003 Priority SWG conference call results

Discussion: S1-030316 contained the report from the 6 March 2003 Priority SWG conference call.

Conclusion: S1-030316 was xxx.

2.6.2 Use cases for coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP

Discussion: S1-030364 contained use cases for coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP.  Ericsson proposed that the use cases in S1-030364 be included as an annex to the Priority Services Guide.  Nokia commented that using the term PS for Packet Switch could be potentially be confused with Priority Services.  Also, concerns were raised about charging errors if a Priority Service subscriber roams into an eMLPP only network and there was a suggestion that there might be use case(s) needed for eMLPP only networks.  Also, it was discussed that a use case is specifically needed for Priority subscriber in a Priority Service or Hybrid network calling a mobile party in an eMLPP only network, as the behavior of the network in this case may be unpredictable.  

Conclusion: S1-030364 was agreed as an annex to the Priority Services guide with the editor charged with making a global change replacing “PS” with “Priority Service”. Additional contributions further clarifying and expanding upon the uses cases are requested.

Discussion: S1-030366 contained a discussion on distinguishing Priority Service users from eMLPP users.  There was concern that some aspects contained in this contribution, specifically the need to support multiple different priority service offerings, may be outside the scope of our previously described service.  The meeting felt that service operator feedback is required as to whether we need regionally or even country specific priority service requirements.  

Conclusion: S1-030366 was noted. 

2.6.3 Priority Service Guide

Discussion: S1-030380 contained the 9-April-2003 draft of the Priority Service Guide. This draft was based on the SA1#19 and the 6 March 2003 conference call.

Conclusion: S1-030380 was agreed as the current version.

Discussion: S1-030429 contained a proposed Service Description for the Priority Service Guide.  

Conclusion: S1-030429 was revised into S1-030486.  In paragraph 4.2.2, there was a question about the need to have a queue for each priority level as it adds a lot of overhead. The second line in the third paragraph was deleted so that it was not required that a queue to be maintained for each priority level.  In the second paragraph under paragraph 4.3.3.2, an editorial “that” was added in line 8 and a “, and” was deleted in line 9.  Lastly, an editor’s note was added in paragraph 4.6.3 asking if it was necessary to indicate that call waiting indications be provided to a call in queue.  

Discussion: S1-030386 contained a Special Report from the OCG ad-hoc group on Emergency Telecommunications (EMTEL) on Requirements for communication of citizens with authorities/organisations in case of distress (emergency call handling).  This document was handled in the opening plenary.

Conclusion: S1-030386 was noted.

2.6.4 CRs for Priority Service

Discussion: S1-030381 contained a CR to 22.067 for Priority Service.  This CR is to re-align the Stage 1 eMLPP TS with the recently changed eMLPP Stage 2 (TS 23.067).

Conclusion: S1-030381 was agreed.

2.6.5 Next Steps

Discussion: S1-030433 contained proposed outline for a Priority Multimedia Service feasibility study TR.

Conclusion: S1-030433 was noted.  Contributions are requested against this topic.

The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work and agreed to meet during the 12-16 May 2003 SA1 SWG meeting in San Diego (half-day session).  

The meeting also discussed the future of the Priority Services Guide, which has, and could potentially have even more information that is traditionally outside the expertise of SA1.  After consulting with the SA1 Secretary, it was agreed to progress the document (probably as a 22.8xx TR) with the intention to stabilize the TR at the May SWG meeting and draft liaison statements to the other WGs (SA2, SA5, CN3, CN4, etc) requesting their review and assistance in completing the document as well as determining if any other 3GPP specifications require CRs to support this service.  It was agreed to ask for SA1 email approval of the LS after the May SWG meeting, if needed.

2.7 Review of Agreed output documents and Action Items

The meeting agreed that the CR to TS 22.067 (S1-030381) be sent to SA1 for submission to SA for approval.

The meeting also agreed to ask SA1 plenary for e-mail approval, if necessary, after the May SWG meeting for the liaisons to the other TSGs.

2.8 Any Other Business

There was no other business.

2.9 Closing of the Meeting

The chairman thanked the meeting participants for their contributions and diligent efforts.
