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1. Overall Description:

T3 thanks GSMA SCAG for their LS in Tdoc T3-030349 ( SCAG Doc 038/03 ) regarding the SAT/USAT requirement clean up activity.

Regarding the user control of the SAT/USAT execution environment, what T3 did was to propose to SA1 to change the requirement in section 7.6 from:

“The user shall be able to enable/disable the SAT/USAT execution environment”

(mandatory feature in the terminal)

to :

“The user may be able to control the SAT/USAT execution environment via the ME”
(optional feature in the terminal)

It was the sentence on which T3 could reach compromise, as some delegates wanted to keep the user control as a mandatory feature, while some other wanted to discard it.

T3 agrees with SCAG that if the user is able to activate or deactivate the execution environment it may have serious service-affecting consequences.
