Conclusion: S1-030582 was noted. The meeting agreed, in principle, on the coexistence solution, but questioned the additional “service flavour” capability. The meeting agreed, in principle to include the revised coexistence proposal (without the service flavour) in the Priority Service Guide. The meeting requested that the contribution be revised into separate contributions addressing the two issues (coexistence and service flavour) and resubmitted to the next meeting. In addition, the meeting requested that a separate contribution on the service requirement for “service flavours” be submitted for discussion.
Discussion: S1-030584 contained proposed changes to the Priority Service Guide.

Conclusion: S1-030584 was agreed with modification to be incorporated into the next version of the Priority Service Guide.

Discussion: S1-030603 contained questions and comments on the priority service compatibility with WPS and ISUP.

Conclusion: S1-030603 was noted. The meeting requested that the contribution be revised and resubmitted with specific proposed changes to the Priority Service Guide.
Discussion: S1-030623 contained a discussion and request for clarification on Priority Service and eMLPP in public networks. The SWG endorsed presenting this document with modifications to the next SA1 plenary for discussion.

Conclusion: S1-030623 was agreed.

Discussion: S1-030627 contained a discussion on interactions between the eMLPP and the Priority Service. The SWG endorsed presenting this document with modifications to the next SA1 plenary for discussion.
Conclusion: S1-030627 was agreed.

3. Plan to send the Priority Service Implementation Guide to TSG-SA#22, December 2003, for approval (document considered to be at least 80% complete), which requires SA1 approval by SA1#22 (October 2003).

4. 
The meeting agreed to disseminate the TR to other working groups for review and comment after SA1 approval to send to SA for information.
5. The meeting agreed to a 900-series TR for the Priority Service Guide.
6. Randy Wohlert (SBC) agreed to serve as the editor for the Priority Multimedia Service feasibility study TR.
