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SA1 would like to thank SA4 for its Liaison Statement on Reliable Transport. 

SA1 has considered reliable transport of contents for Rel6 in order to make specific scenarii possible and to improve the user experience in certain use cases.  SA1 will be happy to help SA4 clarifying on the intended use cases.

Even if it was clear that PSS supported both live and pre-recorded sources, SA1 did not consider use cases when the user retrieved contents from live sources. The main motivations for Reliable Transport were to enable the users to receive the contents without any degradation, i.e., exactly how the authors designed it. This feature should be available whatever the network quality of service is. In poor network conditions, it was foreseen that some contents may not be received with a steady flow when using the Reliable Transport mechanism since it might induce a long transmission delay. As a result, the user may have a bad experience if he expects to play the content continually.

SA1 understands that in some network conditions, SA4 considers use cases when live sources can be delivered and play back continually without visual and time degradation. Even if SA1 considers that the Reliable Transport mechanism shall work in any network conditions, SA1 would like SA4 to provide more information on the technical solutions that can be envisioned. This may help SA1 to define more appropriate requirements that enlarge the set of possible scenario.

Actions for SA4:

· Provide technical information concerning reliable transport solutions for live sources and the appropriate network conditions.
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
