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Introduction

The present contribution references the work of OMA on Privacy in section 6 of SA1's Privacy TR.  It is also proposed to rely on that work when it comes to requirements of a regulatory nature (section 9)

Proposal

It is proposed to include the proposed changes to sections 6 and 9  in SA1's Privacy TR.  
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Work on privacy in other organisations

Generic privacy requirements for the mobile industry are also being defined in [3] by the Open Mobile Alliance. That document [3] mainly contains (a non-exhaustive list of) requirements that are mandated by legislation, and those that are not necessarily covered by legislation but are nevertheless considered industry best practices. Both the market/social expectations and legislative mandates are captured by use cases.

The present document tries to capture 3GPP requirements on privacy that are not contained in [3] and to minimize the overlap between the two documents. 

Note: For ease of reading some difference in terminology between the two documents should be noted, e.g. [3] calls the user a "data subject", while the operator / service provider is referred to as "controller" or "processor"
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Security

Access to and use of privacy information shall be supported in a secure manner.  
This is the requirement for third parties wishing to access the data to be authorised to do so.
