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1. Overall Description:

SA1 have considered the LS from CN4 (N4-030719) on CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF and have concluded as follows. 

It is desirable that CAMEL subscribers can originate and receive SCUDIF calls and still use their CAMEL services as ususal. The detailed interworking between SCUDIF and CAMEL, however, is felt to be beyond the scope and knowledge of SA1, and SA1 therefore leaves the standardisation of this to CN2 and CN4. CN2 and CN4 are asked to standardise this interworking, if possible, in the Rel-5 timeframe. 

If this is not possible to standardise in the Rel-5 timeframe, then SA1 still want SCUDIF to be included in Rel-5 but could accept a limited behaviour, such that a SCUDIF call to or from a CAMEL subscriber would fall back to a single service call and the CAMEL services would be applied to this single service call as usual. The corresponding service requirements for this Rel-5 behaviour are stated in the attached CR. 

2. Actions:

To CN2 and CN4 group.

ACTION: 


SA1 kindly request CN2 and CN4 group to standardise, in Rel-5, CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF such that CAMEL subscribers can originate and receive SCUDIF calls and still use their CAMEL services as ususal.

If the CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF can not be standardised in Rel-5 as stated above, then SA1 kindly request that a limited behaviour is standardised in Rel-5, such that a SCUDIF call to or from a CAMEL subscriber would fall back to a single service call. The CAMEL services would then be applied to this single service call as usual.
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
