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1 Overview

This LS contains the draft OMA privacy requirements document and is being sent to 3GPP and 3GPP2 for information.

2 Proposal

The OMA WI on Privacy Requirements for Mobile Services (currently at version OMA-RD-Privacy-V1_0-200306013-D) aims to capture privacy requirements mandated by legislation together with those that are seen as market driven industry best practices as derived from use cases.
OMA has recognised that many of the requirements related to privacy of user information are common across most OMA enablers. Therefore the OMA REQ WG “breakout group” on privacy has been focussing on requirements that allow privacy to be implemented in a consistent manner across OMA enablers in general.

The OMA privacy RD now consists of a set of use cases that illustrate the social and user expectations for privacy. From these, requirements on enablers have been derived, for example on users expressing their privacy preferences.

There are also requirements (both normative and informative) from the legal directives for example on cookie placement and policy exchange.

Although the privacy RD is still work in progress, the requirements contained in the draft are now generally agreed as being stable amongst the participants of the OMA REQ WG “breakout group” on privacy which consists of OMA members from the infrastructure / handset vendor, IT vendor and mobile operator communities.

Participants of the OMA REQ WG Privacy “breakout group” are aware that 3GPP SA1 is concurrently investigating its own privacy requirements and has discussed the referencing of OMA’s requirements document in the 3GPP SA1 document. OMA REQ WG understands that until OMA make its draft specifications open to the public, 3GPP SA1 cannot reference or make use of the OMA privacy requirements.

The OMA Board of Directors and Technical Plenary have agreed in principle to the openness of its draft and approved specifications and measures are being put into place to implement this policy. 

OMA REQ welcomes the acknowledgement of its privacy requirements by 3GPP SA1 and in order to expedite any exchange of views on this subject, OMA REQ has agreed, with the permission of the OMA Technical Plenary to make its privacy RD “open” and therefore available to 3GPP SA1.

Although OMA REQ WG is not aware of any equivalent work in 3GPP2, we assume that the socialisation of the draft RD will be useful for your own potential requirements on privacy and would welcome any feedback from the appropriate groups.

The OMA REQ WG Privacy “breakout group” intends to have the RD complete and ready for a formal review at the OMA Technical Plenary # 6, September 7th – 12th 2003 in Berlin, and subsequent approval by the plenary.

3 Conclusion

OMA has agreed to make its draft document on generic privacy requirements open and therefore available for public view. It is anticipated that both 3GPP and 3GPP2 will somehow make use of this document and in order to expedite the review of this work by your own working groups, the current draft OMA RD on privacy is being sent to 3GPP SA1 and 3GPP2 SC for information and comment.
