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Introduction

[1] presents a use case for MBMS streaming.  This contribution presents a ause case for MBMS download. 

Discussion

In the use case below an the user decides to subscribe to a daily news service. 

The user receives the news daily without any user action.

Only three entities are shown, the User, the UE and the Network.  

Actors 

· User  

· User Equipment

· Network. The Network is assumed to contain all the entities that are necessary in order to deliver the service to the UE and user.  The network also includes the case where a VASP or other SP is providing multicast services to a PLMN.

Pre-Conditions

· User has subscribed or has been subscribed to the daily news service (the multicast subscription group for this service).

· The UE is in a multicast service area where the service is or will be available and is switched on.

Post-Conditions

· The User receives the news download service.

Variations

· The User decides to cancel his subscription to the service

· The User is out of MBMS coverage when the service is transmitted.

Note these are not shown in the normal flow below.

Normal Flow

1. At a pre defined time, the network starts transmission of the news download including QoS parameters necessary for the UE to receive the service and the UE stores the news on the UE.

2. The user is alerted that the news has arrived

3. The user opens the file to watch the day’s news.

4. The user finishes watching the day’s news.
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
