In the TS 22.240 V6.0.0 for Release 6 the GUP is defined as a functional entity, located home network, UE and VASP environment.

In the more generic worldwide network view there is naturally a large number of different network service providers, Internet service providers, access network providers, etc.

Each of these service providers can have its own GUP Server and so User Profile data of a user.

The so called “CONVERGED SERVICES”, where user data of different networks is needed in the execution of a application, require an access to UP-data in several networks.

This contribution aims to add this kind of GUP access over different network boundaries and domains into the GUP-mechanism requirements.

Chapter 4.2

It is proposed to add to the chapter 4.2 of the TS : A user can have components in several networks. A home network  or a UE or VASP application can have access also to these components, but under the control of the GUP mechanism of the foreign network.
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Chapter 4.3 GUP Data Stores and GUP data Users

This sub-clause describes in general terms where the generic user profile data resides and which entities use that information. A general feature of the user profile is that the different entities are data consumers for a certain subset of the generic user profile and are data suppliers for another part. The 3GPP GUP data are distributed by nature and consequently stored in the UE, home network, foreign network and Value Added Service Provider Equipment.

The figure 2 below shows the entities involved in handling of the 3GPP Generic User Profile.
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Chapter 5.4 Roamed-to Network Operator Requirements

It shall be possible for the roamed-to operator to access some GUP data of a roamed user from his/her home network. E.g. location or presence information. The access authorization is under the control of the home network.
