TSG SA#21 has requested SA WG1 to consider the following items and resolve the actions during the next SA1 meeting.

Push To Talk Over Cellular

A WID on PoC was presented by SA2 and redrafted during the meeting in order to make clear that requirements on the 3GPP system resulting from the analysis of the OMA requirements on this particular family of services can be handled in SA1. In order to speed up the process of discovering if any work is needed in SA1, it was asked OMA to send an expert to give a presentation to the groups that are likely to be involved in the technical work (most likely: SA1, SA2, CN1, CN3, CN4) during the Bangkok meeting. 
In order to minimize the disruption on the work of the groups the presentation will most likely be given Monday from 18:00 onwards. This will allow the IMS SWG which is probably where requirements need to be elaborated to start working during the Tuesday session.

SA1 introduced a charging requirement during SA1#20 for Release 6, however it was noted at SA that it could be beneficial to extend this requirement to previous releases. TSG CN were asked to discuss this topic and to instruct CN WG3 to develop a suitable signalling solution for Rel 4, Rel 5 and Rel 6. 

TSG SA instructed SA WG1 to draft Rel 4 and Rel 5 versions of the CR to TS 22.115 which has already been agreed in SA WG1. 

Emergency Calls

SA invited SA1 to finalise the requirements for emergency calls over IMS taking into consideration the liaison statement received from SerG. Furthermore it has been requested to invite experts from SA2 and CN1 so that any solution can be validated by the technical experts and delays can be avoided. 
It is proposed that CN1 and SA2 experts join the emergency calls ad hoc in Bangkok on the first part of the allocated time on Wednesday. In this way it will be possible for SA1 to prepare some text on Tuesday and revise it if necessary during the second part of the ad hoc on Wednesday.

In addition during the August Ad Hoc a set of change requests from Motorola were noted due to some misunderstanding which should have been clarified by now. 

Storage of MM elements on the USIM

The change request for the introduction of the capability to store and retrieve MM elements on the USIM was postponed after some discussion. It was also commented that MMS is defined as a client service and may not necessarily reside on a mobile equipment. 
A part of the CR provided to SA was redrafted and agreed, so that it is now clear that the storage and retrieval of MMs, Templates, etc. is a desirable feature and work on a technical solution should be progressed.
It was also agreed that this feature should become part of Rel-6 and for this reason SA1 has been invited to liaise closely with T3 so that the development of a technical solution can start as soon as possible. 
Security of MBMS and USIM

T3 would like to start the work for the support of the MBMS security using a USIM, although there is still no guidance on this issue from SA1. In order to avoid waste of resources by challenging the T3 working assumptions at a later stage, it would be beneficial to introduce the requirements in our next meeting. 
Freeze of Stage 1 requirements

It was agreed by TSG SA to freeze the requirements for Rel 6. This means that the acceptance of new requirements into the current Rel 6 work plan from this point forward are not permitted without strong justification. Therefore, in principle, no new requirements would be accepted for Rel 6 from this point. It was clarified that any requirements coming from OMA would be considered on a case-by-case basis and full justification for inclusion would be required.

It was agreed that with the Stage 1 work frozen, the status of the Stage 2 (and Stage 3) work will be evaluated at the next meeting in order to determine if a Release 6 freeze date can be agreed.
