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Introduction

During the TS 22.246 v10.0 presentation at the last MBMS joint meeting, it was questioned whether the bit rates considered are radio interface bit rates or application bit rates. It was replied that the bit rates included in the Annex are those that the user will be able to use. It was felt that the relation between these two bit rates should be clarified in the TS 22.246.
Discussion:

Radio bit rates could be smaller than application bit rates if the radio prefers to delay data transfer in case of congestion. In particular, this could be used for Download application types (store and replay) where duration of the data transfer can be increased in case of congestion.

Radio bit rates could be greater than application bit rates when the radio add some protection bits.

As application bit rates are different from radio bit rates, it is necessary to clarify whether TS 22.246 is referring to radio bit rates or application bit rates through the use of terminology “bit rate”.

Proposals:

It is proposed that the 1st row, column 5 of Table in Annex A should be changed to “Application bit rate” instead of “Bit rate”, and that Note 1 be changed to “Bit rate of the data seen at the application layer” instead of “ Bit rate of the user data at the UE”.
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
