Request to consider developing a separate Priority service that will be internationally supported to fulfil EMTEL requirements.

" Priority Service and eMLPP interworking"
As ETSI does not support MLPP in the fixed network (ISUP) on the international interface for a number of reasons,

 

1)    under whose authority is it decided that that a call has a higher level of priority over other calls e.g. does the CEO of Ford have a higher priority than the CEO of Fiat, or does the fire service of Germany have a higher priority than the fire service of Belgium? 

 

2)    the same arguments occur over the precedence part of the MLPP service e.g. who is allowed to tear down another call so that a call can be terminated to one of the parties evolved in the call? 

 

Therefore at the international interface within Europe the MLPP parameter is discarded if received and the call treated as a normal call without priority. 

 

So to be specific as far as the liaison goes at present there are 2 levels of priority allowed at the international interface (1) normal call and (2) priority call. If a international priority call is going to terminate in a operator/regulated area that supports MLPP and is then treated as a MLPP call, then there is nothing to prevent this from happening. However it does raise the question of what level is this call to be treated. 

 

We would suggest that EMTEL priority service is not confused with the MLPP service at all, as discussions on multi level priorities on the international interface have not as far as we are aware taken place in ETSI. Precedence is unworkable how is it decided that a call can be torn down to enable other call to be completed, vital (life saving) information may be lost at that moment. The priority service was developed on the international interface to support IEPS, MLPP has never been allowed on the international interface and was developed from work in private networks. 
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
