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SA1 appreciates your response (TISPAN#01(03) TD197r1) to our liaison requesting clarification concerning Priority Service and eMLPP interworking.  However, we have further questions for clarification on your response.

In your response liaison, you make reference to “EMTEL Priority Service”.  Exactly what service were you referring to?  3GPP Priority Service allows qualified and authorized users to obtain priority access to available radio (voice or data traffic) resources on a priority basis before other PLMN users during situations when PLMN congestion is blocking call attempts. In addition, Priority Service supports priority call progression and call completion to support an "end-to-end" priority call.  It is intended to support the same types of users as supported by IEPS, and it uses the IEPS calling party’s category in addition to some eMLPP functionality.  

You said that “If a international priority call is going to terminate in a operator/regulated area that supports MLPP and is then treated as a MLPP call, then there is nothing to prevent this from happening.”  We understood that “international priority call” is an IEPS call.  Is that correct?  

Lastly, your liaison requested:  “Request to consider developing a separate Priority service that will be internationally supported to fulfil EMTEL requirements.”  We would be happy to address EMTEL requirements when we receive them.
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
