Discussion: 

S1-031144 This contribution proposed that 3GPP consider (pre Rel. 6) Interworked WLANs for REL 6 and beyond WLAN interworking architectures. It was noted these interworked WLANs were not standard implementations and that it could be difficult to determine what, if any issues there were with these WLANs. Further, that the I-WLAN WID does not include pre Rel. 6 specifications. Finally, Rel. 6 and prior are now frozen.  It was suggested that it may be more effective to take any identified issues with pre Rel. 6  I-WLANs  should be taken directly to SA2 for discussion and consideration.

S1-031138 This contribution  proposes changes to TS 22.011 to allow automatic and manual selection of routing of internet service access by the end user in scenario 3 interworking. Significant concern was raised regarding the need or business rationale for this capability. The contributor was asked to develop a use case for this capability to aid the group in understanding the requirement.

S1-031196 This Contribution proposed that TR 22.934 changed to support location accuracy information and to support MBMS and Push over an I-WLAN. Concerns were raised about the “negotiation” process mentioned in the contribution. It was also suggested that the location QoS levels identified in 22.071 could be used for I-WLAN. With respect to MBMS and Push, the Chairman explained that these services were dropped from the study because there were no use cases for them and it had been assumed that they did not require unique development for I-WLAN and therefore would be available via IMS. The Samsung representative indicated that SA2 had made an architectural decision that precluded the provision of MBMS and Push in I-WLAN and requirements were necessary. The contributors were encouraged to generate CR’s to 22.934 regarding trhe material contained in the paper.
S1-031053 This contribution questioned several concepts and definitions in 22.934 and proposed some wording and editorial changes. The contributor was encouraged to generate change requests to 22.934.

S1-031011 This contribution articulates the GSM A requirements for I-WLAN terminals. It was provided for information. Upon review it was determined that there may be some information that could be included in 22.934. The Chairman encouraged future CRs on this topic.

S1-031244 This contribution was a result of the LCS discussions from S1-031196. Concerns were raised about the appropriateness of stating a requirement in a feasibility study, further that additional requirements for Rel. 6 were being discouraged by SA. The contributors indicated that they did not intend the change to be applied to Rel. 6. However, it was pointed out that there currently were no plans for a 3GPP Rel. 7. Michael Clayton was consulted and it was determined that the work item code “WLAN” could be modified to WLAN-FA to indicate that the CR was to be applied against Rel. 7 when it was initiated. However, further discussions yielded concerns regarding the exact wording of the LCS requirements and the group was unable to agree before the meeting time ran out.
