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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks T2 for their LS on Application-ID in MMS in S1-031097/T2-030476.

SA1 took this LS into account when discussing the support of MMs that are not intended for presentation but used to originate and deliver information to applications residing on the UE. As a conclusion, SA1 agreed to introduce a corresponding requirement into subclause 5.2 of 22.140 “MMS; Stage 1” Rel-6; see attachment. This requirement includes the statement that “it shall be possible to uniquely identify that originating application and the target application on the recipient UE as well as the instance of the application if more than one instance can be active.”

SA1 believes that the introduction of this new requirement will allow T2 to commence work as requested by the JSR-205 Expert Group.
