Executive Summary:

1.1
General

Paul Carpenter, Research in Motion, chaired the Messaging SWG.

The meeting took place over two sessions on January 14th, and received input on a number of proposed enhancements for MMS. The meeting covered 4 main areas:
· SA1 was informed that the technical solution for its requirements to provide the high bandwidth bearer for communication between the USAT and the appropriate network element has been agreed by TSG-T. An LS to T3 will be presented to SA1 and this subject should now be closed in the Messaging SWG.
· A CR and an LS to T2 were produced to clarify and finalise the requirements on MMs intended for applications on the UE.

· AN LS from T2 on "Extended MM7 and Messaging Integration Broker”, this includes a CR (which has not been agreed) to provide a number of extensions to the MM7 interface. T2 have asked CN5 to provide feedback with comments and proposals, on which of the proposed enhancements can be covered by OSA. Michele Zarri stated that the LS is intended ask CN5 if the required functionality already exists in OSA. If it does not, then the companies supporting this work will need to define new requirements in either the OSA or MMS Stage 1
· The requirements for MMS to support inter-working with Operator Specific Services through a standardised reference point was presented. These requirements arise from the WID on “Handling of private addressing schemes in MMS”. Some delegates believed that the scope of the CR is broader than the work envisioned in the WID, this matter should be resolved offline. T-Mobile took an action to update the CR and present it to SA1.

Discussion: S1-040068 from SA2 was discussed, and the meeting decided that its contents had now been superseded by events, namely the agreement on the support of BIP at the last TSG-T meeting.

Conclusion: Noted
Discussion: S1-040076 from T2 contains a response to the LS that SA1 sent from Bangkok on MMS targeting UE elements. 
It requests a change in TS22.140 so that the heading of the section “MM not intended for presentation” is now titled “MM intended for applications on the UE” as the current title is unclear and inconsistent with the actual requirements in that section as the intended application may present the MM contents. 

The LS also asks SA1 to confirm the T2 understanding that the statement that “message payload shall not be modified by the MMS” means that the MMS Relay/Server should not perform any content adaptation on MM that has an identified application routing element and that this does not imply any requirements from the MMS User Agent.

Conclusion: The proposed change was agreed and the CR was produced in S1-040155 and agreed. An LS to inform T2 of the CR and to confirm their understanding of the statement above was produced in S1-040154.
Discussion: S1-040077 is a LS from T2 on "Extended MM7 and Messaging Integration Broker”, this includes a CR (which has not been agreed) to provide a number of extensions to the MM7 interface. The LS asks CN5 to provide feedback with comments and proposals, on which of the proposed enhancements can be covered by OSA.
The Messaging SWG Chair (Paul Carpenter) noted that it seemed unusual that such a large body of work has been initiated without any requirements being defined in SA1. The SA1 Chairman (Michele Zarri) took an action to investigate the proposal and find out if the new work was required on either the MMS Stage 1 or the OSA Stage 1 for this work.
Conclusion: Michele Zarri stated that the LS is intended ask CN5 if the required functionality already exists in OSA. If it does not, then the companies supporting this work will need to define new requirements in either the OSA or MMS Stage 1. We look forward to their excellent contributions. 
Discussion: S1-040078 from T3 was discussed and it was felt that even though the issue of a high bandwidth communication channel for USAT has been resolved by TSG-T, that SA1 should still respond to the specific points raised in the LS.

Conclusion: Paul Carpenter took an action to produce a response in S1-0400153, and this will be presented directly to SA1.
Discussion: S1-040080 from T3 to EP SCP on “Large files management on the UICC” was presented. No action is required by SA1.
Conclusion: Noted.
Discussion: S1-040011 from CN4 to T2 on “Identifying MMS Enabled devices and MMS Capabilities of those devices” highlights a number of limitations with the approach of using the IMEI to identify terminal capabilities, and details some scenarios in which it may not be possible to acquire the IMEI. The SA1 Chairman (Michele Zarri) took an action to investigate whether the scenarios should lead to further definition of the Stage 1 requirements for this feature.

Discussion: S1-040152 introduces the requirements for MMS to support inter-working with Operator Specific Services through a standardised reference point, so that network operators may provide additional MMS services dealing with enhanced addressing, access control and charging.

The CR has been produced to capture the requirements arising from the WID on “Handling of private addressing schemes in MMS”. Some delegates believed that the scope of the CR is broader than the work envisioned in the WID.  There were concerns on the impact of this work, and whether it can be completed in the Rel-6 timeframe….
There was a prolonged discussion and a number of improvements were suggested. T-Mobile took an action to update the CR and present it to SA1 directly as S1-040159. The Messaging Chair asked for the issue over whether the scope of the CR exceeded that of the WID to be resolved offline.
Conclusion: T-Mobile to present S1-040159 to SA1.

Discussion: S1-040111 introduces the requirements for MMS to provide a “lack of credit” error message in the case where a Pre-pay user has insufficient credit. This CR was drafted in response to incoming LS from GSMA SerG taken during SA1 Plenary (S1-040084).  After some debate it was agreed that there is no need to tell the originator of an MM that an MM has not been delivered due to the recipient having a lack of credit. If the recipient has to pay to receive the MM (e.g. whilst roaming) and does not have sufficient credit then the message should be stored at the MMSC for its validity period. If the recipient acquires sufficient credit they can retrieve the MM up until the end of the validity period, otherwise the message should become obsolete in the normal way.
Conclusion: S1-040156 contains the revision of the CR and S1-040157 contains an LS to SerG to inform them of the outcome of their input. The CR was revised in S1-040160 and agreed. The LS was revised in S1-040161 and agreed.
