Discussion: 

S1-040009 The Chairman presented the LS as no one from CN1 was present. After reviewing the document the group turned it’s attention to the proposed response LS from RIM S1-040031
S1-040031 RIM presented a proposed response LS to CN1. There was considerable concern regarding the appropriateness of the level of detail in bullet 2 of the response. RIM agreed to revise the proposed LS in T Doc S1-040163 that was subsequently agreed to. 

S1-040017 This LS was presented by the author from SA2. The intent was to determine the level of charging detail was required on an end user basis for the VPLMN. Further, that in the event of unauthorized access to the VPLMN the validity of the charging information may not be guaranteed.  It was determined that the VPLMN required the same level of charging information as the HPLMN and this was documented in a response LS S1-040164. 
S1-040069 SA2 cc’d SA1 on this LS to the GSM A regarding the same issue in S1-040017 and was noted.

S1-040082 This LS was sent to SA2 and CN1 and cc’d to SA1 informing us of work on USIM enhancements for WLAN Interworking in T3. It was noted.
S1-040029 Lucent prepared this LS to inform SA2 as to the location of the current stage 1 I-WLAN requirements. Several SA2 delegates from SA2 were present and indicated that the information in the LS would be helpful to SA2. The LS was agreed to.

Discussion: 

S1-040118 This contribution proposed that the scope of TS 22.234 include, at minimum, requirements for scenarios 3&4 interworking. It was noted that this was not a limitation and that the TS could include requirements for beyond scenario 4. The group agreed with this concept and the document was noted.
S1-040023,  S1-040024, S1-040025, S1-040026, S1-040027,  S1-040028 These contributions were a document framework and extractions from other approved stage 1 requirements for WLAN for development of, and inclusion to TS 22.234. 

S1-040037 This document proposed a requirement extending LCS to I-WLAN. Although it was recognized that this would be a desirable capability, there was some concern about the exact wording in the proposal (which was cut verbatim from TR 22.934) The document will be revised as T Doc S1-040168.  

S1-040092, S1-040093 Telcordia proposed WID for feasibility study generic interworking functionality for LCS between 3GPP-IWLAN systems.  There was some interest in this and it was thought that the feasibility study could be worked under the LCS SWG under the existing WID. Telcordia offered to edit the proposed TR for the study.
S1-040042 This document is essentially a support document for  S1-0400043 which was a CR to 22.011 to prioritize parameters on the USIM for I-WLAN and was subsequently revised as S1-040167 and approved.

S1-040020 CR to 22.011, Rel 6 to eliminate ambiguity in system selection. Concerns about the wording forced a revision S1-040170 however further concerns forced yet another revision S1-020209 which will be dealt with in Plenary.
S1-040039 This document proposed requirements for Rel. 7 support of MBMS. Concerns were voices over the exact wording and the document will be revised in S1-040169 and dealt with in plenary 
S1-040162 Proposed that the 3GPP RAN could be used to alert the I-WLAN UE when to scan for WLAN access points. It was decided that an LS should be sent to RAN 1 S1-040165 and will be reviewed in plenary.
