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1. Introduction
In the last SA plenary, WID for the WLAN interworking was updated to include a new TS 22.234, which is for Stage 1 service requirements for WLAN interworking. 

Currently, scenario 2 and scenario 3 are expected to be standardized in Release 6. Scenario 3 is to support PS based services over interworking WLANs. However, all of the PS based services are not expected to be supported in Release 6 and the rest of services such as Location services over interworking WLANs should be dealt in Release 7.

In accordance with the skeleton for the TS, we propose the following text proposal for the service requirements.

Service requirements

6.3
Location services 

The requirements for support of Location Based services via the WLAN are:

1
An LCS-Client should be able to obtain the location of the user when the UE/MS is in WLAN coverage. The accuracy of the position may be limited to the known area of coverage of the Access Point.
2
The LCS client should not need to know which access technology is being used in order to obtain the location information. LCS QoS classes [7] should be supported through an interworking WLAN.

The security and privacy requirements as specified in TS 22.071 [7] shall be met.
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
