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At TSG SA#23 SA1 agreed to take the following actions. Companies are invited to prepare contributions at our next meeting as well as participate in the email discussions that will take place on the SA1 exploder list.

Action 23-01
SA1 should consider document SP-040055 "CEPT/ECC consultation on use of short codes" and check if there is any impact on the current specifications. 

SA1 is invited to provide a reply only if an impact is discovered. 

Action 23-02
The GSM Association sent a LS on I-WLAN scenario 3 to SA where they listed a number of services that are considered important by the operators community. 

It was also noted that SA1 specifications at present do not list any service to be provided by I-WLAN scenario 3. It was asked to consider whether to add a similar list to the TS or not. The LS is in document SP-040187.

Action 23-03
Document SP-040017 is a very detailed response from RAN2 on the request for information regarding the capability of signalling the existence of WLAN hotspots in a UTRAN cell coverage area. RAN2 has given a lot of consideration to this request and came up with a several questions. In fact it is possible that RAN2 slightly misinterpreted the SA1 request, so it is important that the SA1 response clarifies that at present there is no requirement for this functionality. 

Since all this area is quite complex it was recommended that an email discussion on this document is started so that it could be possible to draft a reply to this LS as early as Monday of our next meeting. Note that RAN2 meets at the same time as SA1. 

Action 23-04
At SA there was some discussion on the PLMN selection issue and it was agreed that SA1 should provide requirements on the expectations of the subscriber to the following groups: RAN2 CN1 GERAN1. 

The issue was raised with regards to WLAN, however the requirements should be created considering also other other radio access technologies. 

SA encouraged SA1 to conduct an email discussion on this topic that may eventually lead to changes to 22.011.

Action 23-05 
Document SP-040183 has been sent to SA1. At SA it was agreed that the RAT is to be used in the background scan. This decision however is likely to cause undesired "side effects" and CN1 is expected to inform SA1 on what they are (e.g. effects on ePLMN, ping-pong between RATs...) 

SA1 is asked to comment on these "side effects" and check if they are acceptable or not. 

Action 23-06
SA would like to have a single definition of RAT since in GERAN it stands for UTRAN FDD, UTRAN TDD WB, UTRAN TDD NB, CDMA2000 GERAN while in SA1 it is only meant to signify GERAN and UTRAN.

It was noted in SA that the assumption is that these radio access networks are attached to a MAP core network and for this reason WLAN should not be considered a RAT (at least not in Rel-6) 

Action 23-07
CR043 in SP-040093 was not agreed in SA. 

SA1 is asked to expand this requirement, at least explaining what the private addressing scheme is. 

Action 23-08
In SA the LS from 3GPP2 on system selection was discussed and it was felt beneficial to introduce in form of requirements some of the principles expressed in the reply (SP-040226) into TS 22.011. This could be done in a new paragraph that contains the requirements on multimode terminal

Action 23-09

CR055 in SP-040089 was withdrawn in line with the approval of the new 3GPP-WLAN Interworking TS (TS 22.234) within SP-040100.  However, the content of CR 56 is not included within TS 22.234 and so was not withdrawn.  SA1 needs to decide whether it is acceptable for the text introduced into 22.011 by CR056 to remain within TS 22.011 or be included within a different TS (i.e. TS 22.234) ? If this change (CR56) should be placed in a different TS then 2 CRs should be provided to TSG SA to do this (one CR to add the change to the new TS and one to remove it from TS 22.011).

 

Action 23-10

The Chairman of TSG RAN reported that RAN4 has started to work on AGPS performances and a new specification is under development. It was required that SA1 clarify the requirement urgently so that the WI can be completed in due time.
