Discussion: S1-040265 is a LS from CN1 that explain CN1 have three terms this messaging service, “Immediate Messaging”, “Session Based Messaging” and “Session Based Messaging Conference”. These terms do not seem to align with the definitions of “Immediate Messaging” and “Session based Messaging” as defined is TS 22.340.
After prolonged discussion, it was agreed that the requirements for “Session Based Messaging” in TS 22.340 should apply to the case of “Session Based Messaging Conference” as defined by CN1.
If Immediate Messaging requirements in TS 22.340 apply to the Immediate Messaging case as defined by CN1 then it is not clear which, if any, requirements in TS 22.340 apply to “Session Based Messaging” as defined by CN1.
Conclusion: Orange will produce an LS in S1-040492 to summarise this discussion and provide this feedback to CN1.
Discussion: S1-040311 from T2 invites SA1 to give consideration to start socialization of the idea to set up some common agreement on potential transfer (or not) of any of their MMS work with OMA. There was a short discussion on this, but no company came forward to make any contributions to initiate that exercise.
Conclusion: Noted.
Discussion: S1-040393 from T3 indicates that there has been some confusion as whether the MMS Stage 1 requires that USAT to be able to display an MM on the ME. It was clarified that the existing text does not require that, and any such requirements would be in the USAT Stage 1 and not the MMS Stage 1. Some companies were supportive of introducing this functionality, and that will be handled separately in SA1. 
Conclusion: A response clarifying this was proposed in S1-040486, revised and agreed in S1-040490. It was agreed to clarify the text and a CR was discussed under Agenda item 2.6

Discussion: An LS in S1-040436 contained a consultation document from ETSI TB MSG in the use of Short Codes for Services Based on SMS, MMS and USSD, and International Inbound Roaming Services. The consultation paper proposes the harmonisation of short codes for these services across Europe. The SWG also reviewed the T2 response on this document (T2-040254) and concurred with the view that whilst this is in theory might be desirable it was almost certainly too late to introduce this.
Conclusion: An LS to SA inviting them to send an LS to the originators of the consultation paper along the lines of the views of the SWG was agreed in S1-040488.
