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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN for their reply liaison on “Use of UTRAN for I-WLAN” [R2-040733]. 

SA1 will use this guidance in possibly developing a requirement on notifying WLAN UEs of I-WLAN access points that are in their vicinity. This will assist in ensuring the overall level of performance of those UEs. SA1 agree with RAN2 that broadcast information to assist WLAN UEs should be limited in size.

RAN2 is advised that the WLAN UE requirements for Release-6 are described in the stage 1, TS 22.234. It should be noted that the WLAN UE requirements that had been placed in different stage 1s have been consolidated into TS 22.234. The Stage 1 requirements for this release are still being developed, but all of them will be included in this TS, so that RAN2 and other groups will have a single point to view them all.

In response to the RAN2 questions, SA1 advise that the scope of the current work is limited to release-6, as RAN2 has indicated. Concerning requirements beyond this release, note that work has not been taken up by SA1 and the only guidance that could be provided would be in TR 22.934. Note that this TR is not a specification, and provides no assurance on the stage 1 requirements that may be agreed for future releases.

To provide information on the final two questions of RAN2:

1. SA1 suggest that UTRAN support only the scenarios currently targeted for release-6 

(scenarios 2 and 3)

2. the stage 1 for the WLAN UE is TS 22.234

2. Actions:

SA1 would kindly suggest that RAN2 use the requirements of TS 22.234, noting that this document is being worked on and is not yet complete.

Scenarios 2 and 3 are the ones to be supported.
