General

· There were 29 input documents in total: 15 LSs and 14 input contributions.
· The topics covered included Network and PLMN Selection for 3GPP-WLAN interworking, corrections to TS 22.234, multiple connections to VPLMNs simultaneously, UE connection to I-WLAN, WLAN Charging Identifiers and notifying other WGs about the status and content of the work on 3GPP-WLAN Interworking within SA1 .
· There are 11 output documents of which there are 6 output CRs and 5 LSs.
· It was requested that the WLAN SWG be allocated 6 sessions at the next SA1 meeting as there is considerable interest in the work on 3GPP - WLAN interworking and this amount of time will be necessary to handle the number of documents expected.

A discussion paper introducing the need for and an explanation of PLMN selection procedures that should be reflected within TS 22.234 was provided within S1-040402. There was general support from a number of companies to reflect this issue within the Rel-6 specifications and it was decided to discuss the changes proposed and produce a CR that reflected the opinion of the group on this subject.  The issue of whether or not this CR, being a category B for Rel-6 and impacting the work of other groups (SA2 & CN1) within TS 23.234 and TS 24.234 indicated on the CR cover sheet, would be appropriate for Rel-6 is an issue to be resolved in SA1 within the SA1#24 Plenary.
Conclusion:
S1-040402 was noted. 
S1-040403 was discussed and revised to S1-040459 to reflect the comments made within the SWG. Further enhancements were needed to S1-040459 and S1-040459 was subsequently revised to S1-040462 which will be presented to the SA1#24 Plenary. As this CR clearly impacts the work of other groups it was felt that an LS to communicate the discussions and decision regarding S1-040462 to related groups, in particular CN1 and T3, was necessary.
